The Lord Is Rich in His Grace and Mercy 

Because God, our Savior, “desires all people to be saved and to come to 

the knowledge of the truth” (1 Tim. 2:4), He urges “that supplications, 

prayers, intercessions, and thanksgivings be made for all people” (1 Tim. 

2:1). Christians should so pray “without anger or quarreling,” but “adorn 

themselves in respectable apparel, with modesty and self-control” (1 Tim. 

2:8, 9). For the Lord does not forget “the poor of the land” (Amos 8:4). He 

remembers them according to the foolishness of the cross. “For what is 

exalted among men is an abomination in the sight of God” (Luke 16:15). 

Though we try to justify ourselves “before men,” God knows our sinful 

hearts and calls us to repentance (Luke 16:15). Though we are “not 

strong enough to dig,” and we are “ashamed to beg” (Luke 16:3), He 

justifies us by His grace and welcomes us into His “eternal dwellings” 

(Luke 16:9). More shrewd than even “the sons of this world” (Luke 16:8), 

He requires His stewards of the Gospel to bestow forgiveness freely.

I desire then that in every place the men should pray, lifting holy 

hands without anger or quarreling;

likewise also that women should 

adorn themselves in respectable apparel, with modesty and self-control, 

not with braided hair and gold or pearls or costly attire,

but with what 

is proper for women who profess godliness—with good works. 
11

Let a 

woman learn quietly with all submissiveness. 
12

I do not permit a woman 

to teach or to exercise authority over a man; rather, she is to remain 

quiet. 
13

For Adam was formed first, then Eve; 
14

and Adam was not 

deceived, but the woman was deceived and became a transgressor. 
15

Yet she will be saved through childbearing—if they continue in faith 

and love and holiness, with self-control.

‘Take your bill, and write eighty.’ 
8
The master commended the 
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dishonest manager for his shrewdness. For the sons of this world are 

more shrewd in dealing with their own generation than the sons of 

light. 
9
And I tell you, make friends for yourselves by means of 

unrighteous wealth, so that when it fails they may receive you into the 

eternal dwellings. 

 
10

“One who is faithful in a very little is also faithful in much, and one 

who is dishonest in a very little is also dishonest in much. 
11

If then you 

have not been faithful in the unrighteous wealth, who will entrust to 

you the true riches? 
12

And if you have not been faithful in that which is 

another’s, who will give you that which is your own? 
13

No servant can 

serve two masters, for either he will hate the one and love the other, or 

he will be devoted to the one and despise the other. You cannot serve 

God and money.” 

 
14

The Pharisees, who were lovers of money, heard all these things, 

and they ridiculed him. 
15

And he said to them, “You are those who 

justify yourselves before men, but God knows your hearts. For what is 

exalted among men is an abomination in the sight of God.”
